Communications Committee 

· Ken reported that calls to LA Family Magazine have thus far been fruitless.  Ken will continue trying, but will also prepare a media release for input into local newspapers regarding the upcoming awards banquet.  Bob took the action to send the approved Awards List to Ken.
Technical Symposium Committee 

· Bob reported that AIAA is contributing $400 for hired coach, and has made the reservation.
· The Board approved extension of the symposium to Thursday (all day), Friday (through lunch), and Saturday (morning).









Honors & Awards Committee 

· Approved awards list reviewed by the board.  On behalf of Boeing, Bob Tarn requested that one Merit Award elevated by the committee to Distinguished level be returned to Merit.  On behalf of LMAC, Paul Landry requested that two Merit Awards elevated to Distinguished be returned to Merit.  The board agreed, and approved the list as amended.  Bob Tarn reported that there are more award re-classifications to review with nominating organizations (Tarn action).

· Discussed need to improve award criteria for Merit vs. Distinguished to make it clearer to nominators what we are looking for in those nominations, and for consistency. (Guarrera/Olsefsky action).

· Discussed program graphic design.  Gold color will be used on the cover to emphasize 50th Anniversary banquet.  This will increase printing costs, but Bob thinks Boeing will oblige.

· Bill Johnson noted that the back of the program is nearly all blank, and suggested that we sell advertising for that space.

Banquet Planning Committee 

· Reviewed program length goal of 4.5 hrs (from start of reception to end of recognition program).  The council agreed that we must adhere to this goal, even if it will curtail some of the award recognition time.  Paul noted that much time can be removed from the Team Award presentations, which ran 70 minutes last year.

· Bob reported that more help is coming from Boeing.  Bob asked Kim Rener for help with the RSVP's and table arrangements.  Boeing has offered to provide the assistance of Dan Beck, an experienced Communications professional, with MC script material.  The board agreed to accept this assistance, with the understanding that each MC will have the right to adopt recommended inputs in accordance with their own speaking style and tastes.

· Agreed that we would like to ask back the MC team from last year (Charley Volk, Paul Landry, Ron Rogers, and Bob Tarn).

· Discussed Higginbotham Fund pledge cards and Contact Information Update cards.  Decided to include tear-off cards in souvenir program.  Bob will try to place the Higginbotham Fund card where it will appear with the program ad for the fund.  Assumption is that printer can accommodate this without unreasonable additional cost, and that Boeing will oblige.

· Decided to procure white coffee mugs, imprinted with 50th anniversary council logo (gold) and banquet information (black), with a bag of candy in each.  Procurement will be sufficient to provide one gift mug per seat.  Budget is $5 per seat.  Tarn action.

Charitable Giving Committee 

· Distributed LA County Science Fair Judge Application forms.  Council members were requested to copy and distribute with their technical society members.  Walt and Ken indicated their interest in participating again this year.

· Authorized Mike to send our previously budgeted $1,000 contribution to the LA County Science Fair Committee to be used for science project award winners.

Future Meetings 

· Agreed to conduct the next Board of Directors Meeting at The Valley Inn on February 1.

· Agreed to conduct the Banquet Planning Meetings at Numero Uno Italian Restaurant (Encino) on January 25, and February 8, 15, and 22.
· Date of March BOD Meeting will be March 14 or 15, to be determined at a later time.
